Directions by train
Leicester train station is 0.5 miles away from the Centre.

Continue onto St George’s Way, 
then turn left onto Charles Street. Take a right onto Church 
Street, then take your first left onto Colton Street. At the road, 
cross over and turn right onto Rutland Street, then turn left onto 
Wigston Street. Turn right onto Halford Street for the Centre.

From A6/Loughborough: Follow the A6 to Loughborough 
Road. At the Cossington Recreation Ground, turn right onto 
Belgrave Road. At Belgrave Circle, take the third exit onto 
Belgrave Gate. At the next roundabout, take the first exit onto 
St Matthew’s Way. You will come to another roundabout - take 
the fourth exit onto Humberstone Road, then turn left onto 
Humberstone Gate. Turn left onto Yeoman Street, then left 
again onto Halford Street.
